Directions & Maps
From the M4, continue at the end of  the motorway onto the A4. At the Hogarth 

roundabout take the 2nd exit onto Great Western Road, A4. Contine forward on the 

Great Western Road entering Hammersmith. Keep in the right hand lanes then cross the 

Hammersmith Flyover-A4 (signposted Central London). Continue forward onto Talgarth 

Road-A4 entering Kensington, turn left onto the Cromwell Road, continue forward on 

Cromwell Crescent, turn right on Pembroke Road. AT traffic signals bear right onto 

A3220, bear left onto Pembroke Road A3220. Keep in the left hand lane then bear 

left onto Earls Court Road-B316(signposted Kensington). At traffic signals turn right 

onto Kensington High Street-A315. At traffic signals turn left onto Kensington Church 

Street-A4204. AT traffic signals turn right onto Notting Hill Gate-A402(signposted West 

End) entering Notting Hill. Continue forward at traffic lights A402. Continue forward 

entering Bayswater. Turn left(one way) onto A4209 then bear left onto Lancaster 

Terrrace(signposted Paddington) Turn right onto Sussex gardens(one way) then keep 

left(signposted the North) Turn left onto Spring Street. Turn right onto Conduit Place. Turn 

right onto Conduit Passage entering Paddington. Talbot Square is on your left.
